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Holt Copse is an ancient semi-natural woodland situated on the northwest side of Wokingham. 
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The HCCV manage the Copse in conjunction with Wokingham Town Council for the benefit of wildlife and people.

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Why is woodland management important?

Woodlands must be maintained in order to keep them productive and attractive and to encourage a wide variety of wildlife. Holt Copse comprises predominately oak standards over hazel. Regeneration of the hazel is achieved by coppicing. This increases the amount of sunlight that reaches the ground stimulating growth of herbaceous flora.
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Fruiting trees and shrubs are left standing to provide valuable winter food for birds and mammals.

This type of management improves the bio-diversity of the woodland.
What does HCCV do?

· Coppice hazel to encourage healthy regeneration.
· Clear scrub & bramble to let in light and allow ground flora to flourish.
· Remove invasive species.
· Plant native wildflowers and trees.
· Create wildlife habitats.

· Establish wildflower areas.
· Organize wild flower surveys & bat walks.
· Install and maintain nest boxes.
· Construct boardwalks and bridges.
We encourage wildlife by installing bird and bat boxes, checking & cleaning them and keeping records. 


We also create log piles and “dead hedges” to provide habitats for beetles and insects.
